As a candidate for DECA competition, you are challenging yourself to move forward and take the reins! This contract is the first step to ensure your commitment is tapered with the proper academic, behavior, time, and financial obligations necessary to secure your reservation. DECA prepares emerging leaders and entrepreneurs in marketing, finance, hospitality and management in high schools and colleges around the globe. Please take the time to consider the following commitments required to participate in DECA competition:

Academic

Students should remain in good academic standing at all times while preparing and participating in DECA competitions. School comes first; students must be passing all classes with a minimum 2.5 GPA (C+) to remain on the DECA competition team. If we receive notice from a teacher, counselor, administrator, or parent that your achievement in school is being negatively affected by your involvement with DECA, you will be removed from competition. 
Behavior
DECA competitors are expected to uphold the characteristics of professionalism AT ALL TIMES (to include in and outside of school). People who are professional are unfailingly polite, courteous, and well-spoken on all occasions. Being professional means you keep your cool and remain calm under any circumstances. No matter how upset a peer, advisor, teacher, chaperone, or judge makes you, you do not react; you deal with the situation rationally and calmly. To attend our conferences and competitions you must be respectful, responsible, trustworthy, ethical, and supportive of our team. If you fail to adhere to our behavior guidelines in any capacity, you will be removed from competition.

Time

Competing with DECA in any event can be a grueling, yet very rewarding process – it takes a lot of motivation and dedication to take on such a task at the extracurricular level! Whether you are competing in an individual role-play, team decision-making event, or written event, you will be expected to commit a large amount of time to preparing for competition. Students are expected to attend and arrive on time to all practice sessions, meetings, meet all due dates, as well as manage their time independently to get ready for their event. Failing to attend meetings/practices and turning in drafts and/or paperwork late will be cause for dismissal from competition.
Financial

Lastly, competition fees for DECA competition are expensive. Costs include registration, transportation, lodging, meals, materials, events/tours, and advisor expenses. Typically, fees associated with the competitions have been approximately:
· District Leadership Conference (DLC): $20
· State Leadership Conference (SLC): $350

· International Career Development Conference (ICDC): $1,500

Students will be responsible for paying these fees through fundraising, sponsorships, and/or personal funds. We have a copy of a sponsorship letter, should you decide to ask for sponsor donations to offset your competition fees. Please keep this information in mind, since we are asked to financially commit to ICDC within one week of SLC! Deposits for competition are non-refundable once registration has been completed and will not be returned for any reason.
